What is a 3-Acre Site?

According to General Permit 3-9050 impervious surface of three or
more acres means means a single tract of land with three or more
acres of impervious surface; a project on a tract or tracts of land that
was previously authorized under a stormwater permit that authorized
the discharge of stormwater from three or more acres of impervious
surface; and impervious surfaces adjacent to or adjoining the forego-
ing types of impervious surfaces where the surfaces in question are
part of a related operation, such as a hospital, resort, or campus.
